 The coordinated action reflects the strong commitment of the 

district administration and police towards eliminating illegal narcotic 

cultivation and ensuring strict enforcement of law. Strict legal action will 

be taken against those involved. Continuous surveillance and further 

drives will be carried out in the area to prevent such unlawful activities in 

the future.
